5] = Empress hou
% fa Back hou

Simplified Chinese often use a single char to represent words that have different meanings but the same pronunciation.
In traditional Chinese, each word has its own separate char.

Traditional Chinese forms 1-1 mapping, yet simplified Chinese forms 1-N mapping.
